Preface

Botetourt County Emergency Operations Plan
Executive Summary

The Commonwealth of Virginia is continuously threatened by emergency and disaster
situations such as flooding, hurricanes, winter storms and hazardous materials incidents.
The Virginia Emergency Services and Disaster Laws of 2000 require that the state, and
each county and city within the state, develop and maintain a current Emergency
Operations Plan (EOP) that addresses the planned responses to such extraordinary
emergency situations. It is imperative that this plan mirrors the National Response
Framework, the Virginia Emergency Operations Plan, and other localities to ensure
interoperability during large-scale disasters. The EOP for Botetourt County is designed to
meet this responsibility and to ensure the County is included in the mutually supportive
statewide emergency management system.

This plan was developed by the Botetourt County Department of Fire & EMS with assistance
from the Commonwealth of Virginia Department of Emergency Management. Input was
solicited and incorporated from humerous stakeholders and local officials.

The Botetourt County Emergency Operations Plan actually of the Basic Plan, seventeen
Emergency Support Functions (ESF), and five functional annexes. The development and
maintenance of these essential components is the basis for the local emergency
management program:

l. The Basic Plan and ESFs describe the concepts of emergency operations
and assigns duties and responsibilities to agency heads or organizations
which are either part of, or will serve in support of, the local government in
times of emergency. It becomes the organizational and legal basis for
emergency operations.

2) Functional annexes to the Basic Plan provide additional guidance and set
forth detailed procedures and/or information as needed to assure an
appropriate level of emergency preparedness.

3) To ensure that telephone and resource listings are current, a separate
EOP Telephone and Resource Directory has been developed as an
adjunct to the EOP and will be updated every six months. Because this
document contains confidential home, cellular and pager numbers, the
directory must be strictly controlled and its distribution limited.
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l. | ntroducti on

This document shall serve as the Botetourt County Emergency Operations Plan
(EOP).

A crisis or emergency can happen at any time and could impact one individual, a single
building or the entire community. Emergencies cause confusion and stress for all
involved. In order to minimize these effects, initial activation and implementation of the
emergency operations plan should always be handled in a calm, consistent manner.
Efficient implementation of the plan will provide a clear direction, responsibility and
continuity of control for key officials, department heads and administrators. The basic idea
to any well-constructed emergency operations plan is to minimize the possible threat to
individuals and properties during an actual emergency. In order to minimize the impact of
an emergency, an annual evaluation and review of the emergency operations plan should
be conducted. While no plan is all inclusive for every situation, this document is the guide
for Botetourt County to address and respond to any emergency incident.

Purpose

The purpose of this plan is to direct actions intended to preserve life and protect property
from further destruction in the event of an emergency. The overall plan establishes an
emergency organization to direct and control operations during the emergency situation
by assigning responsibilities to specific entities. All essential entities are to utilize any and
all available resources when preparing for, responding to, recovering from, and mitigating
against a natural or man-made emergency.

Plan Elements

This document consists of the basic plan, the appendices, the emergency support function

and annexes. The basic plan provides a gener al
to emergency response and operations. It explains the policies, organizations and tasks

that would be involved in response to an emergency. The appendices give definition to

the terms and acronyms used throughout the basic plan, and provide any supporting

figures, maps, and forms. The emergency support functions and annexes focus on

detailing the specific responsibilities, tasks and operational actions to complete a specific

emergency operations function.

Scope

This plan and all its contents apply to Botetourt County along with all resources that may
enter the county to assist with mitigating incidents that might occur. Personnel or partners
who have a role will have access to and should be knowledgeable of the EOP and are
expected to utilize it during an emergency.



[I. Situation

Botetourt County covers approximately 548 square miles and surrounds the Towns of Buchanan,
Fincastle and Troutville which are also covered as part of this EOP. The average elevation is
approximately 1,000 feet, with mountains such as Apple Orchard and Sugarloaf reaching to 4,000
feet above sea level and valley floors along the James River at under 900 feet above sea level.
This geography contributes a great deal to the disaster potential identified in the hazard mitigation
plan, particularly flash flooding and wildfires. The elevation variance often causes different hazard
issues particularly in winter storms where temperatures may vary as much as 10 degrees across
the county. Temperatures average 35 degrees in January to 75 degrees in July. The average
annual precipitation is 41 inches.

The population of Botetourt County is approximately 33,000 people after the 2010 census.
Demographics include:

1 2.49is the average number per household
1 17.0 % of population greater than 65 years of age
1 21.8 % of population less than 18 years of age

The major transportation routes in Botetourt County are Interstate 81 and state highway routes 11,
220, and 460. Interstate 81 is one of the heaviest traveled north/south transportation routes on the
east coast and a slow down or blockage creates a multitude of problems within the area. The
Roanoke-Blacksburg Regional Airport serves this area and is located in Roanoke City with flight
paths over Botetourt County. Two major railroads serve and pass through the County.

The James River originates in Northern Botetourt County and is created by the convergence
of the Jackson and the Cow Pasture Rivers. The James River is a potential source of
flooding and the drainage area from several counties to the north. The James River drainage
system ultimately drains into the Chesapeake Bay.

The County has an adopted Hazard Mitigation Plan as required by the Virginia Department
of Emergency Management (VDEM). This plan addresses various potential natural disasters
and the probability of occurrence. The Botetourt County hazard mitigation plan is part of a
greater regional plan developed through cooperation by the Botetourt-Alleghany Regional
Commission. This plan shows that historically, Botetourt County is most prone to flooding,
flash flooding, wildfires and winter storms.

The County contains 7 Elementary Schools, 2 Middle Schools, 2 High Schools, and 2 Technical
education facilities. These facilities are managed by Botetourt County Public Schools and have
their own respective initial emergency plans to handle situations as they arise until qualified help
arrives.

Most incidents that occur within Botetourt County are able to be handled by the Department
of Fire & EMS or the Sher i Offio&.4Vhen the scope of certain incidents overwhelm the
resources contained within the county, outside resources are called upon to assist. These
resources are called upon using pre-established Mutual Aid agreements between Botetourt
County and the resources that are called upon. When the emergency overwhelms pre-
determined day-to-day mutual aid agreements established, the Virginia Statewide Mutual Aid
agreement allows for the request of resources from across the state when the county has
decl ared a | ocal T I®tassistance offthede nesources may lyedequested
through the Virginia Emergency Operations Center (VEOC) at 1-800-468-8892.
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lll.  Assumptions

The development of the Botetourt County Emergency Operations Plan is based on several
assumptions that include but are not limited to:

9 Citizens of the county should be prepared to be independent for 72 hours after the
onset of a disaster. While it is understood that everyone may not be fully prepared,
this is urged through various public education events, social media, and media
campaigns

1 The County is home to several nursing home/adult health care and assisted-living
facilities. These facilities are responsible for developing and maintaining internal
Emergency Operations Plans for their facility that also contain Memorandums of
Understanding with outside partners to ensure the safety and well-being for the
individuals within their facilities. These internal EOPs should be the framework for
continued operations of these facilities during the initial stages of an emergency.

1 The County houses multiple major businesses that produce a variety of products and
services. Some of these businesses use a variety of hazardous materials in their
processes that have the potential to cause serious harm to their employees and the
general public. Some of these facilities contain materials that are listed in the Title Il
List of Lists, which requires the facility to report these chemicals being on site under
SARA Title Ill Section 302, Extremely Hazardous Substances, and Section 313, Toxic
Chemicals, and CERCLA, Hazardous Substances. The Botetourt County Hazardous
Materials Plan, contained in the annexes of this plan, should be referenced in
incidents that involve Hazardous Materials. In addition to reporting requirements,
these companies should also have their own internal Emergency Operations Plans to
save life and property until the incident overwhelms the resources on site at the facility
and the County is called upon to help mitigate the situation.

1 An emergency or disaster affecting Botetourt County will typically affect the
adjacent localities and particularly the Towns of Buchanan, Fincastle and
Troutville. Botetourt County will maintain communications with these Towns
during a disaster in order to provide the best services possible to the citizens.

V. Organization and Assignment of Responsibilities

The Commonwealth of Virginia Emergency Services and Disaster Law of 2000, as
amended, provides that emergency services organizations and operations are structured
around existing constitutional government.

A successful local emergency management program involves local government officials,
local government agencies, private sector and non-profit organizations. Their roles are
summarized in the following discussions.

Emergency Support Functions (ESFs)

An ESF is a grouping of government and certain private-sector capabilities into an
organizational structure to provide support, resources, program implementation, and
emergency services that are most likely to be needed during emergencies. Operating
agencies and local departments participate in the Emergency Support Functions (ESF)

structure as coordinators, primary response agencies, and/or support agencies and/or as
required to support incident management activities. The ESFs:

1 Develop and maintain detailed plans and Standard Operating Procedures
(SOPs) to support their functional requirements

9 Identify sources of emergency supplies, equipment and transportation

1 Maintain accurate records of disaster-related expenditures and documentation

1 Continue to be responsible for protection and preservation of records essential
for continuity of government

9 Establish a line of successions for key emergency personnel

Botetourt County will operate by staffing up to seventeen (17) different ESF groupings as
does the federal government and the Virginia Emergency Operations Center. While
various individual departments in Botetourt County are assigned as the primary contact
for an ESF, they may not be the primary department to actually provide that service in its
entirety. They may act as a liaison with other agencies, departments or the private sector
to ensure delivery of that function. One example of this is electrical service delivery. While
Botetourt County does not provide this service, the county will work with private providers
to assist in service restoration where possible.

Private Sector

The private sector contributes significantly to the continued operation of Botetourt County
and its citizens. While individual companies will not be listed in this basic plan, many of
them contribute to the safety and well-being of our citizens. Some examples include but
are not limited to communications systems (telephone and internet), electrical power, fuel
(gasoline, natural gas and propane) and providing for the variety of other goods such as
food and water.

Botetourt County will maintain communications with various private sector businesses
through the specific ESF.
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V. Concept of Operations

General

The Botetourt County Emergency Communications Center (ECC) will typically be the first
contact for citizensatt he onset of a disaster. The ECC serv
pointo during day to day operations as its pers
faced with having to obtain the best information from callers as quickly as possible and

then send the most appropriate response with the assistance of a Computer Aided

Dispatch (CAD) system.

The Department of Fire & EMSO sn-daty Battalion Chief is the first contact for
Emergency Management. They will determine the need to contact additional Fire &
EMS staff for expansion of the EM role. This could mean notification of a particular
person, department or the opening of the EOC.

The initial contacts from the ECC can be made through the 450 MHz radio system, the
Botetourt County maintained paging system, cell phones or hard line phones to the Fire
and EMS stations. Once an event escalates, the contacts for expansion of the EM system
will generally be made via telephone from the Duty Officer in order to relieve the ECC due
to the probability they will become overwhelmed by calls.

When the scope of certain incidents overwhelm the resources contained within the

county, outside resources are called upon to assist. These resources are called upon

using pre-established Mutual Aid agreements between Botetourt County and the

resources that are called upon. When the emergency overwhelms pre-determined day-

to-day mutual aid agreements established, the Virginia Statewide Mutual Aid Agreement

(VSMA) allows for the request of resources from across the state when the county has

decl ared a | ocal iState of Emergencyo.

Organization

When the local emergency operations center (EOC) is activated, there must be
coordination between the EOC and the field operations underway to ensure services are
delivered in a consistent manner and proper resources are utilized.

Botetourt County adopted National Incident Management System (NIMS) in 2005
through Board of Supervisors action. This formal adoption was at the regularly
scheduled meeting on October 25th, 2005 resolution #05-10-15. While NIMS covers
several areas, a primary section is Incident Command Systems (ICS). ICS still covers
many areas with the overall emphasis being the proper management and utilization of
resources.

The organizational Chart and the responsivities for each position are listed within the
EOC Operations Manual. This manual will be maintained and updated by the
Emergency Management Coordinator depending on functionality and lessons learned
from training and incidents

Sequence of Action

While it is understood that situations requiring the use of this EOP are varied, most
situations are a result of first responder departments (Fire & EMS and Sheriff) initially
being notified from the ECC as a result of public requests for service. This initial response
may then escalate to additional notifications that require the EOP and/or EOC. The EOP
may also be used in the case of a planned event or in advance of a potential disaster,
such as a winter storm.

Pre-Incident Actions

The coordinator monitors various outlets for potential threats that may affect Botetourt
County. These include but are not limited to Department of Homeland Security (DHS),
Virginia Department of Emergency Management (VDEM), and National Weather Service
(NWS). Threats or potential issues for Botetourt County should be routed to the
appropriate departments. The most common are weather announcements or alerts
which should be forwarded electronically to all affected departments.

Response Actions

The response phase of an emergency typically lasts from the onset of an incident until it
transitions to the recovery phase, although some recovery functions may begin while the
response is still underway.

Some examples of response activities during a disaster are similar to those for day-to-day
911 calls, such as:

91 Sheriff& Office response to ensure law and order
1 Response to a fire related emergency
1 Response to a request for emergency medical care

Disaster response may also include other types of response activities as shown below. In
addition, announcements, warnings and information will be provided to the public.

Evacuations of endangered areas

Sheltering of evacuated citizens

Accumulation of damage assessment information
Debris assessment requiring removal

Enhanced citizen communications

Some actions that may be necessary at this point in the incident are:

1 Suspension of daily functions of government that do not contribute directly to the
emergency operation

Efforts and resources may be redirected to accomplish an emergency task
Implement evacuation orders as needed

Open and staff emergency shelters as needed

Assist in assessment and restoration of critical infrastructure

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Recovery Actions

The recovery phase of an event is the return of the citizens and community to as close to
pre-event condition as possible. This may take an extended period depending on the
magnitude of the emergency. Some recovery activities may have been started in the latter
stages of the response phase, but will be continued, as needed, until completion.

Some examples of recovery activities include:

1 Complete and submit damage assessment information

1 Staffing of Joint Information Center (JIC) with various entities involved for all
communications

9 Ensure critical infrastructure is repaired and operational

9 Establish volunteer reception center and donations management center

1 Coordinate with state and federal partners on opening of a Joint Field Office (JFO)

1 Ensure proper clean up and rebuilding processes are in place to include permits

Mitigation Actions

The mitigation stage of the event is the review of damage(s) and reducing or eliminating
these damages from occurring in the future. This should include a review and updating of
the Hazard Mitigation Plan.

The mitigation phase should also include the possibility of hazard mitigation grants
(HMPG) for the reduction of hazards.

Declaration of a Local Emergency

The Botetourt County Board of Supervisors shall declare by resolution an emergency to exist
whenever the threat or actual occurrence of a disaster is or threatens to be of sufficient severity
and magnitude to require significant expenditure and a coordinated response in order to preserve
life, prevent or alleviate damage, loss, hardship or suffering. The Director of Emergency
Management with the consent of the local governing board may declare a local emergency. If the
governing body cannot convene due to the disaster or other exigent circumstances, the director (or
designee) or in their absence, the Coordinator (or their designee) shall declare the existence of an
emergency, subject to the confirmation by the governing board within 14 days of the declaration.

Activation of the Emergency Operations Center (EOC)

The Emergency Management Director or Coordinator or their designee may activate the EOC if
the following conditions exist:

There is an imminent threat to public safety or health on a large scale

An extensive multiagencyl/jurisdiction response and coordination will be required to

resolve or recover from the emergency or disaster event

1 The disaster affects multiple jurisdictions within a region that rely on the same resources
to resolve major emergency events

1 The local emergency ordinances are implemented to control the major emergency or
disaster event

1 The Emergency Operations Center Operations Manual will guide the Emergency

Management Director in the procedures and polices involving EOC Operations

Availability of staff and operational needs may allow or require positions to be combined, or
positions to not be filled (responsibilities held by the next higher position).

V. Administration, Finance and Logistics

All assets (human resources, facility and equipment resources) of the county will become
the purview of the Director of Emergency Management to direct in any way needed to
respond to an emergency. These assets will typically be under the control of the various
department heads as assigned and may be re-assigned as needed during an emergency.
All Botetourt County employees or volunteers will be assigned to positions as close to their
daily assignments as possible. Where position assignments may vary, all efforts will be
made to ensure safety of these personnel and appropriate training will be delivered as
needed. Personnel may also be required to work different shifts or work in different
locations or environments than those typically assigned in order for continued service
delivery throughout the emergency.

The Director may also assign this authority to the Coordinator of Emergency
Management while the county is operating under a declared emergency.

Department heads are responsible for the procedures, forms and tracking of expenditures
in a potential emergency. This includes all equipment purchases and payroll expenses. It
is recognized that additional expenditures may be required and additional staff may be
necessary to assist with purchasing and recording of this information.

When the scope of certain incidents overwhelm the resources contained within the county,

outside resources may be called upon to assist. These resources are called upon using

pre-established Mutual Aid agreements between Botetourt County and the resources that

are called upon. When the emergency overwhelms pre-determined day-to-day mutual aid

agreements established, the Virginia Statewide Mutual Aid agreement allows for the

request of resources from across the state when
Emergencyo. The assistance of these resources m
Emergency Operations Center (VEOC) at 1-800-468-8892. When state deployable

resources are depleted, the state may then determine use of the Emergency Management

Assistance Compact (EMAC), in which to obtain resources from other states.

The Department of Purchasing will assist where necessary for the acquisition of materials
and equipment necessary to respond and address the event. This is further outlined as
part of ESF-7.

VI. Plan Development and Maintenance

Commonwealth of Virginia Emergency Services and Disaster Law of 2000, as amended,
requires jurisdictions to develop, adopt, and keep current a written crisis emergency
management plan.

Every four years, Botetourt County shall conduct a comprehensive review and revision of
its crisis and emergency management plan to ensure the plan remains current, and the
Botetourt County Board of Supervisors shall adopt the revised plan formally. This will be
done by resolution with a copy provided to the Virginia Department of Emergency
Management.

The Coordinator of Emergency Management will review the Emergency Operations Plan
as needed or at least on an annual basis. The Coordinator will coordinate with each
emergency resource organization and assure the development and maintenance of an
appropriate emergency response capability.

It is the responsibility of the Coordinator of Emergency Management to assure that the
plan is tested and exercised on a regular basis. This may be done through various means
and should follow the Homeland Security Exercise Evaluation Program (HSEEP) as
closely as possible. Some examples of exercises are tabletop drills, functional and full-
scale exercises. Activations of the EOP and EOC with appropriate follow up and updates
may take the place of a drill.

VIl. Exercise and Training

Trained and knowledgeable personnel are essential for the prompt and proper execution
of the Botetourt County Emergency Operations Plan and sub-plans. The Director of
Emergency Management will ensure that all response personnel have a thorough
understanding of their assigned responsibilities in a disaster or Emergency, as well as
how their role and responsibilities interface with the other response components of the
Emergency Operations Plan. All personnel will be provided with the necessary training to
execute those responsibilities in an effective and responsible manner.

The Emergency Management Coordinator is responsible for the development,
administration and maintenance of a comprehensive training and exercise program
customized to the needs of Botetourt County. This program will be comprised of a general,
core, functionally specific, as well as on-going refresher training programs designed to
attain and sustain an acceptable level of emergency preparedness.

Training will be based on federal and state guidance. Instructors will be selected from the
Botetourt County officials and staff, state and federal governments, private industry, the
military, and volunteer groups trained in emergency services and response. All training
and exercises conducted will be documented, typically through the annual reports
submitted to the VDEM Regional Coordinator.

Appendix 11 Glossary of Key Terms

Amateur Radio Emergency Services

A public service organization of licensed amateur radio operators who have voluntarily
registered their qualifications and equipment to provide emergency communications for
public service events as needed.

American Red Cross

A humanitarian organization led by volunteers, that provides relief to victims of disasters
and helps prevent, prepare for, and respond to emergencies. It does this through services
that are consistent with its Congressional Charter and the Principles of the International
Red Cross Movement.

Command Section

One of the five functional areas of the Incident Command System. The function of
command is to direct, control, or order resources, including people and equipment, to the
best possible advantage.

Command Post

That location at which primary Command functions are executed; usually collocated with
the Incident Base, also referred to as the Incident Command Post.

Comprehensive Resource Management

Maximizes the use of available resources, consolidates like resources and reduces the
communications load on the Incident Command Operation.

Coordination

The process of systemically analyzing a situation, developing relevant information, and
informing appropriate personnel of viable alternatives for selection of the most effective
combination of available resources to meet specific objectives.

Emergency

Any occurrence, or threat, whether natural or man-made, which results or may result in
substantial injury or harm to the population or substantial damage to or loss of property or
natural resources and may involve governmental action beyond that authorized or
contemplated by existing law because governmental inaction for the period required to
amend the law to meet the exigency would work immediate and irrevocable harm upon
the citizens or the environment of the Commonwealth or clearly defined portion or portions
thereof.

Decontamination

The process of making people, objects, or areas safe by absorbing, destroying,
neutralizing, making harmless, or removing the Hazardous Materials/HAZMAT.

Emergency/Disaster/Incident

An event that demands a crisis response beyond the scope of any single line agency or
service and that presents a threat to a community or larger area. An emergency is usually
an event that can be controlled within the scope of local capabilities; a major emergency
or disaster usually requires resources beyond what is available locally.

Emergency Alert System

A network of broadcast stations interconnecting facilities authorized by the Federal
Communications Commission (FCC) to operate in a controlled manner to warn and inform
the public of needed protective actions in the event of a disaster or emergency.

Emergency Operations Center

A facility from which government directs and controls its emergency operations; where
information about the status of the emergency situation is officially collected, assimilated,
and reported on; where coordination among response agencies takes place, and from
which outside assistance is officially requested.

Emergency Operations Plan

A document that provides for a preplanned and coordinated response in the event of an
emergency or disaster situation.

Emergency Management

The discipline of dealing with and avoiding risks, particularly those that have catastrophic
consequences for communities, regions, or entire countries. It is the dynamic process of
preparing for, mitigating against, responding to and recovering from an emergency

Emergency Support Functions

The grouping of governmental and certain private sector capabilities into an organizational
structure to provide support, resources, program implementation, and services that are
most likely needed to save lives, protect property and the environment, restore essential
services and critical infrastructure, and help victims and communities return to normal
following domestic incidents

Exercise

An activity designed to promote emergency preparedness; test or evaluate emergency
operations plans, procedures, or facilities; train personnel in emergency response duties,
and demonstrate operational capability. There are three specific types of exercises:
tabletop, functional, and full scale.

Evacuation
Assisting people to move from the path or threat of a disaster to an area of relative safety.

Federal Disaster Assistance

Aid to disaster victims and/or state and local governments by federal agencies under
provisions of the Robert T. Stafford Relief and Emergency Assistance Act of (PL 93-288).

Geographic Information System

A computer system capable of assembling, storing, manipulating, and displaying
geographically referenced information, i.e.-data identified according to their locations.

Hazardous Materials

Substances or materials which may pose unreasonable risks to health, safety, property,
or the environment when used, transported, stored or disposed of, which may include
materials which are solid, liquid, or gas. Hazardous materials may include toxic
substances, flammable and ignitable materials, explosives, or corrosive materials, and
radioactive materials.
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Hazardous Materials Emergency Response Plan

The plan was developed in response to the requirements of Section 303 (a) of the
Emergency Planning and Community Right-to-Know Act (Title 1lI) of Superfund
Amendments and Reauthorization Act of 1986. It is intended to be a tool for our
communityo6és use in recognizing the risks of a
our preparedness for such an event, and in planning our response and recovery actions.

Incident Command System

A model for disaster response that uses common terminology, modular organization,
integrated communications, unified command structure, action planning, manageable
span or control, pre-designed facilities, and comprehensive resource management. In
ICS there are five functional elements: Command, Operations, Logistics, Planning and
Finance/Administration.

Incident Commander
The individual responsible for the management of all incident operations.

Initial Damage Assessment Report

A report that provides information regarding overall damage to public and private property,
thereby providing a basis for emergency declaration and/or disaster assistance. This is
due to the VDEM within 72 hours of the event.

Integrated Communications Plan

This plan coordinates the use of available communications means and establishes
frequency assignments for certain functions.

Local Emergency

The condition declared by the local governing body when, in its judgment, the threat or
actual occurrence of a disaster is or threatens to be of sufficient severity and magnitude
to warrant coordinated local government action to prevent, or alleviate loss of life, property
damage, or hardship. Only the Governor, upon petition of a local governing body, may
declare a local emergency arising wholly or substantially out of a resource shortage when
he deems the situation to be of sufficient magnitude to warrant coordinated local
government action to prevent or alleviate the hardship or suffering threatened or caused
thereby.

Local Emergency Planning Committee

Appointed representatives of local government, private industry, business, environmental
groups, and emergency response organizations responsible for ensuring that the
hazardous materials planning requirements of the Superfund Amendments and
Reauthorization Act of 1986 (SARA Title Ill) are complied with.

Mitigation

Activities that actually eliminate or reduce the chance occurrence or the effects of a
disaster. Examples of mitigation measures include, but are not limited to, the development
of zoning laws and land use ordinances, State building code provisions, regulations and
licensing for handling and storage of hazardous materials, and the inspection and
enforcement of such ordinances, codes and regulations.
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Mobile Crisis Unit

A field response tram staffed and operated by mental health professionals specially
trained in crisis intervention. The Mobile Crisis Unit is available to provide on-scene crisis
intervention to incident victims and to follow up work with victims and formal Critical
Incident Stress Debriefings for service providers after the incident has been brought under
control.

Mutual Aid Agreement

A written agreement between agencies and/or jurisdictions in which they agree to assist
one another, upon request, by furnishing personnel and/or equipment in an emergency
situation.

National Response Framework

Is a guide to how the Nation conducts all-hazard response. It is built upon scalable, flexible
and adaptable coordinating structures to align key roles and responsibilities across the
nation.

National Weather Service

The federal agency which provides localized weather information to the population, and
during a weather-related emergency, to state and local emergency management officials.

Preparedness

The development of plans to ensure the most effective, efficient response to a disaster or
emergency. Preparedness activities are designed to help save lives and minimize
damage by preparing people to respond appropriately when an emergency is imminent.
Preparedness also includes establishing training, exercises and resources necessary to
achieve readiness for all hazards, including Weapons of Mass destruction incidents.

Presidential Declaration

A presidential declaration frees up various sources of assistance from the Federal
government based on the nature of the request from the governor.

Primary Department

While several County departments will be performing varied and critical tasks during a
di saster, in most cases only one wil/ be
shall be responsible for detailed planning, testing, and evaluation of their respective
emergency support function. The Department Director of the primary department shall
serve as the principle advisor to the County Administrator during the response and
recovery phase. In addition, the Department Director or the primary agency must assure
that essential operations of his/her agency will continue, unless otherwise directed by the
County Executive or his/her designee.

Regional Information Coordination Center

The center facilitates communications and coordination among local, state, and federal
government authorities to ensure an effective and timely response to regional
emergencies and incidents, including coordination of decision-making regarding events
such as closings, early release of employees, evacuation, transportation decisions, health
response, etc.
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Situation Report

A form which, when completed at the end of each day of local Emergency Operations
Center operations, will provide the County with an official daily summary of the status of
an emergency and of the local emergency response. A copy should be submitted to the
State EOC via fax or submitted through the Virginia Department of Emergency
Management website.

Span of Control

As defined in the Incident Command System: Span of Control is the number of
subordinates one supervisor can manage effectively. Guidelines for the desirable span of
control are three to seven persons. The optimal number of subordinates is five for one
supervisor.

State of Emergency

The condition declared by the Governor when, in his judgment, a threatened or actual
disaster in any part of the State is of sufficient severity and magnitude to warrant disaster
assistance by the State to supplement local efforts to prevent or alleviate loss of life and
property damage.

Superfund Amendments and Reauthorization Act of 1986
Established Federal regulations for the handling of hazardous materials.

Unified Command

Shared responsibility for overall incident management as a result of a multi-jurisdictional
or multi-agency incident. In the event of conflicting priorities or goals, or where resources
are scarce, there must be a clear line of authority for decision-making. Agencies contribute
to unified command by determining overall goals and objectives, jointly planning for
tactical activities, conducting integrated tactical operations and maximizing the use of all
assigned resources.

Weapons of Mass Destruction

Any explosive, incendiary, or poison gas, bomb, grenade, rocket having a propellant
charge of more than 4 ounces, or a missile having an explosive incendiary charge of more
than 0.25 ounce, or mine or device similar to the above; poison gas; weapon involving a
disease organism; or weapon that is designed to release radiation or radioactivity at a
level dangerous to human life. (Source: 18 USC 2332a as referenced in 18 USC 921).

Introduction

Purpose:

Emergency Support Function (ESF)-1 staff will coordinate with the Virginia Department of
Transportation (VDOT) to ensure transportation needs are met during an incident. This
includes opening and repairing roadways, and the coordination of damage assessment
information for the transportation infrastructure. Coordination, as required with other
transportation routes will be included (air, rail).

Scope:

Assistance provided by ESF-1 includes, but is not limited to:

1 Coordinating transportation activities and resources during the response phase
immediately following an emergency or disaster.

1 Facilitating damage assessments to establish priorities and determine needs of
available transportation resources.

1 Processing all transportation requests from county agencies and emergency
support functions. ESF-1 will coordinate evacuation transportation as needed as
its first priority.

1 Facilitate and coordinate movement of the public after an evacuation has occurred.

Policies:

1 Local transportation planning will use the most effective means of transportation
to carry out the necessary duties during an incident.

1 Local transportation planning will recognize State and Federal policies,
regulations, and priorities used to control movement of relief personnel, equipment,
and supplies.

1 To facilitate the prompt deployment of resources, priorities for various incidents

are developed and maintained through an inter-department process led by local
government prior to an incident. Each ESF is responsible for compiling, submitting,
and updating information for inclusion in the ESF-1 prioritized shipments.
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Concept of Operations

General:

The Emergency Operations Plan provides guidance for managing the use of
transportation services and deployment of relief and recovery resources.

A disaster may severely damage the transportation infrastructure and interrupt
transportation services. Most localized transportation activities will be hampered by lack
of useable surface transportation infrastructure.

The damage to the transportation infrastructure may influence the means and
accessibility level for relief services and supplies.

Disaster responses, which require usable transportation routes, will be difficult to
coordinate effectively during the immediate post disaster period.

Clearing access routes will permit a sustained flow of emergency relief, although
localized distribution patterns may be disrupted for a significant period.

All government transportation resources not being used for the emergency/disaster will
be available for use.

All requests for transportation support will be submitted to the Emergency Operations
Center for coordination, validation, and/or action in accordance with this Emergency
Support Function.

The primary transportation routes of the county include Interstate 81, and routes 11, 43
220, and 460. These routes will be the restoration priority followed by secondary routes.

Organization:

The Virginia Department of Transportation is responsible for coordinating resources
needed to restore and maintain transportation routes necessary to protect lives and
property during an emergency or disaster.

The County will provide a liaison with the Virginia Department of Transportation and
provide information on road closures, alternate routes, infrastructure damage, and debris
removal, bus transit and restoration activities.

The County in conjunction with the Virginia Department of Transportation will assess the
condition of highways, bridges, signals, and other components of the transportation
infrastructure and where appropriate:

Introduction

Purpose:

The purpose of ESF-2 is to support public safety and other county departments by
maintaining continuity of information and telecommunication equipment and other
technical and electronic resources. ESF-2 is responsible for assuring that county staff
maintain communications and the means to inform the public. Facilitate and support
county departments with the restoration and reconstruction of telecommunications
equipment, UHF radio capability, computers, networks and other technical resources. The
locality will coordinate with ESF-15 and the State Emergency Operations Center should
outside assistance be required. ESF-15 will coordinate the actual release of public
information. ESF-2 will also coordinate to assist restoration for county citizen
communications by working with various private vendors.

Scope:

ESF-2 works to accurately and efficiently transfer information during an incident. ESF-2
is also responsible for the technology associated with the representation, transfer,
interpretation, and processing of data among people, places, and machines.
Communication includes transmission or reception of signs, signals, writing, images, and
sounds or intelligence of any nature by wire, radio, optical, or other systems.

Policies:

1 The Emergency Communications Center (ECC) operates 24 hours a day, 7 days

a week and serves as the 911 center and the local public safety answering point

(PSAP) for Botetourt County to include the Towns of Buchanan, Fincastle, and

Troutville

The ECC will follow regular dispatch SOPs as deemed appropriate

The ECC is accessible to authorized personnel only

The ECC will initiate notification of appropriate personnel in initial stages of an

emergency and emergency responders throughout an incident. Once initial

notifications are made further, notifications will typically be made through EOC.

1 The notification system used is compliant with the American Disabilities Act by
providing multiple and repetitive routes of contacting citizens

The
Director of Emergency Management or designee will be available for decision-
making as required. The EOC operations guide will provide guidance for staffing
levels and positions
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Concept of Operations

General:

The Emergency Operations Plan provides guidance for managing emergency
communication resources.

The Emergency Communications Center is the point of contact for receipt of all warnings
and notification of actual or impending emergencies or disasters. The lead dispatcher
on duty will notify appropriate key personnel, chiefs and department heads as required
by the type of report and standard operating procedures (SOPs). This contact for
Emergency Management during normal operations will typically be the on-shift Fire &
EMS Battalion Chief who will provide further direction as needed.

The ECC is most often the first point of contact for the general public (911). If public
notices and information is required to be distributed, the ECC will coordinate with the EOC.
It is understood that various forms of warnings and notifications will be required and some
areas of the population still may not be informed. Consideration should be given to those
with special needs.

The Department of Fire & EMS will coordinate with private companies to ensure that
communications essential to handle emergencies are maintained. During a major disaster,
additional telephone lines may be installed in the Emergency Operations Center (EOC) to
coordinate emergency operations.

Amateur radio operators may provide emergency backup radio communications between the
EOC and the State EOC should normal communications be disrupted.

It is important that while communicating, standard or common terminology is used so that
multiple agencies are better able to interact and understand each other. The Department of
Fire & EMS has adopted fAplain talko and shall al

Organization:

The Coordinator of Emergency Management will assure the development and

mai ntenance of SOPG&s o0 nESF.h@®enemlyr dach designateic h  maj or
department should maintain up to date notification lists and, establish procedures for

reporting appropriate emergency information, develop mutual aid agreements with like

agencies in adjacent localities, and provide ongoing training to maintain emergency

response capabilities. When an impending emergency or disaster is identified, available

time will be used to implement increased readiness measures. The Coordinator of

Emergency Management will assure that all departments are notified as soon as possible

and appropriate actions are planned.

The EOC support staff will include a recorder, message clerk, and other support personnel
as required relieving the decision-making group of handling messages, maintaining logs,
placing maps, etc. An EOC wall map should be pre-printed and be readily accessible.

Botetourt County emergency communications are heavily dependent on the commercial
telephone network, both wired and wireless. The telephone system is vulnerable to the
effects of emergencies and disasters and to possible system overload due to increased
usage. Technical failure or damage of telecommunications equipment could hamper

communications or the ability to communicate with emergency personnel and the public

throughout the locality.
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Amateur radio operators and other nongovernmental volunteer groups used to assist with
emergency radio communications support will be under the authority of the Director of
Emergency Management, and the ESF-2 section. The amateur radio community and
other non-governmental volunteer operators will be required to be NIMS compliant.

Actions

1 The ECC will initiate notifications and warnings of appropriate personnel. Landline
telephones, two way radios, and wireless telecommunication devices may be utilized
to notify public officials, EOC staff, emergency personnel and others, as required.

1 Fire & EMS personnel will coordinate with various telephone service providers to
ensure communications routes are available.

1 Emergency service vehicles equipped with public address systems may be used to
warn the general public.

1 Emergency warning may originate at the federal, state, or local level of government.
Timely warning requires dissemination to the public by all available means:

EMERGENCY NOTIFICATION PROCEDURES

Until the EOC is activated, the Emergency Communications Center of Botetourt County
will notify the following upon receipt of a severe weather, flash flood or tornado warning,
other emergency messages as received from the State EOC or when directed by an on-
scene incident commander:
1 Coordinator of Emergency Management
The Coordinator notification will typically be released through the on shift Fire &
EMS Battalion Chief. This person will receive and evaluate the information and
contact the Coordinator or Deputy Coordinator. This information will be evaluated
as to whether notification should be made to the Director, other County Department
Heads and/or released to the public.

Once operational, the EOC will receive messages and communicate with the State EOC.
It is then the responsibility of the Emergency Communications Center to relay emergency
messages to the EOC who is responsible to communicate with the Director of Emergency

Introduction

Emergency Support Function (ESF)-3 is titled public works, which is the same as the state
and federal titles. These services include building inspections, building permits and debris
or trash removal. Water and sewer delivery in the county is provided by Western Virginia
Water Authority and various other private entities. ESF-3 will work as a liaison with all
entities to coordinate continued delivery of these services.

Purpose:

ESF-3 will assess damage to public and private property and infrastructure to ascertain
extent of repairs needed, including estimated repair costs. Development Services will
concentrate on identifying damaged buildings and infrastructure and coordinating permits
for repairs within the county.

Scope:

ESF-3 will provide public works and engineering support as required during a disaster.
This will include support during the various phases of an emergency. They will coordinate
mitigation efforts to reduce or eliminate hazards during response and recovery phases.
ESF-3 will coordinate the recovery process, especially the permits for rebuilding and
debris removal.

Some examples of work coordinated are:

1 Coordinating mitigation efforts in flood prone areas
1 Maintaining ability to process building permits following a disaster in an expeditious
manner
1 Coordinate debris removal as needed through in house or contractor services
9 Assist ESF-1 to ensure primary roadways are reopened in a timely fashion
Policies:

1 Development Services will maintain responsibility for building permit processing,
possibly through satellite community offices in the community.

9 General Services will maintain debris removal lists to include contactors and
disposal location(s).
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Concept of Operations

General:

In a disaster, buildings and structures may be severely damaged or destroyed. Homes,
public buildings, bridges, and other facilities may need to be reinforced or demolished to
ensure safety. Public utilities may be damaged and be patrtially or fully inoperable. Access
to the disaster areas may be dependent upon debris clearance and roadway repairs.
Debris clearance and emergency road repairs will be given top priority to support
immediate lifesaving emergency response activities.

Prompt assessment of the disaster area is required to determine critical needs and
potential workloads. Early damage assessments must be made rapidly, and be general
in nature. Following an incident, a multitude of independent damage assessment activities
will be conducted by a variety of organizations, including Local Damage Assessment
Teams, Insurance Companies, Virginia Department of Emergency Management, Utility
Companies and the Federal Emergency Management Agencies. The damage
assessment annex should be referenced in order to provide a coordinated effort in
collecting damage assessment reports.

Organization:

To minimize threats to public health, General Services will serve as a liaison with the
Virginia Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ) and the County Attorney to secure
the necessary emergency environmental waivers and legal clearances that would be
needed to dispose of debris and materials from emergency demolition activities. They will
coordinate with DEQ to monitor disposal of debris materials.

The county departments mentioned will inspect buildings for structural, electrical, gas,
plumbing and mechanical damage following a disaster situation. They will ensure that any
repairs or rebuilding that occurs following the incident will comply with the county building
codes, zoning and land-use regulations and the comprehensive plan.

A local building official will be responsible for determining the state of a building and
placing notification on the facility. The building owner retains responsibility for deciding
whether to demolish or restore the structure. During the recovery phase, the Building
Official is responsible for the facilitation of the building permit issuance process and for
the review and approval of the site-related and construction plans submitted for the
rebuilding/restoration of residential and commercial buildings. During a widespread
destruction, facilitation and expediting permits and inspections will be coordinated with the
County Attorney to ensure the rebuilding process is met.

Introduction

Purpose:

ESF-4 directs and controls operations regarding fire prevention, detection, suppression,
rescue, and hazardous materials incidents; as well as assisting with warning and alerting,
communications, evacuation, and any other operations as required during an emergency.

Scope:

ESF-4 manages and coordinates firefighting activities, including the detection and
suppression of fires, and provides personnel, equipment, and supplies to support the
agencies involved in the firefighting operations.

Policies:

9 Priority is given to life safety (public and fire fighter safety) and protecting property
(in that order).

1 The Incident Command System will be utilized on all incidents.

1 Personnel will stay up to date with procedures through education and training.

1 Mutual Aid and automatic aid policies will be maintained with surrounding
jurisdictions.

9 State wide mutual aid will be utilized in situations where local mutual and automatic
aid has been exhausted.

Concept of Operations

General:

The Department of Fire & EMS is prepared to assume primary operational control in fire
prevention strategies, fire suppression, and hazardous material incidents. Fire
department personnel who are not otherwise engaged in emergency response
operations will assist other local departments in warning and alerting the public,
evacuation, and communications as necessary and appropriate during an emergency
situation.

When this ESF is activated all requests for firefighting support will, in most cases, be
submitted to the Emergency Communication Center for coordination, validation, and/or
action.

The Director of Emergency Management or his/her designee will determine the need to

evacuate large areas and will issue orders for evacuation or other protective action as
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needed. However, the incident commander may order an immediate evacuation prior to
requesting or obtaining approval, if in his/her judgment this action is necessary in order to
safeguard lives and property. Should an evacuation become necessary, the warning and
instructions will be communicated through all appropriate means.

Organization:

A fire representative will be assigned to the EOC in order to coordinate the fire service
response when needed. The fire representative will be a part of the EOC staff and will
assist with the overall direction and control of emergency operations.

T h e Sh &ffice iill ilhglement evacuations and provide security for the evacuated
area. Fire & EMS will assist in these tasks where possible. In the event of a hazardous
materials incident, the Incident Commander should implement immediate protective
actions to include evacuation as appropriate.

Fire & EMS has both career and volunteer fire-fighters operating from seven stations
throughout the county.

Succession of authority is shown in the Basic Plan for Director, Deputy Director,
Coordinator and Deputy Coordinator positions.

Each individual department will maintain a succession list for their assigned
responsibilities and assigned ESF.

EOC Operations Guide

The EOC operations guide will provide instructions on the complete operations of
the Emergency Operations Center. This guide will serve as the rule book for the
Emergency Management staff as to when to open and close the EOC along with
who is responsible for what duty. The EOC operations guide will maintained as a
separate document maintained by the Emergency Management Coordinator and
the Department of Fire & EMS.
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Direction, Control and Coordination

The primary county department assigned as an ESF primary coordinator is shown in the
Basic Plan. The primary departments are shown below though various other
departments and agencies provide support. The individual department head or director
assumes this responsibility and designates a representative. The Coordinator of
Emergency Management will facilitate ESF-5 with the Director. The other ESF
assignments for the event will be addressed or changed at that time and as needed.

1 ESF-6 support may vary depending on an assessment of incident impact(s), the
magnitude and type of event, and the stage of the response and recovery efforts.

Concept of Operations

General:

Botetourt County will provide sheltering if the need is short term and within its capabilities
and in cooperation with the American Red Cross, Roanoke Valley Chapter.

Sheltering-

1 An emergency shelter is an immediate short-term accommodation either (1)
designated by local officials for persons threatened by or displaced by an incident,
or (2) designated by state officials directing a mandatory evacuation across
jurisdictional boundaries, either before or after an incident.

1 The location of shelters will be disseminated through all appropriate means
including ESF-2 and ESF-15.

9 Public emergency shelters will provide accommodations for all population groups.
Appropriate shelter provisions will be made within the shelter facilities to
accommodate people with special medical needs that do not require hospital
admission and people without their own transportation.

For mass evacuations directed by state officials, the VDSS will coordinate the
designation of shelter facilities and the operation of shelters for people who
evacuated out of their home jurisdiction.

As shelter
populations increase, the number of providers will be increase as needed to
provide appropriate services.

Family Assistance Center (FAC)

The purpose of the FAC is to provide the seamless delivery of services and the
dissemination of information to victims and families following a large scale incident or one
in which there are mass casualties, as stated in the Commonwealth of Virginia Emergency
Operations Plan, ESF-6 (CoVEOP).

The scope of services that the FAC may provide include: reunification services, behavioral
health care, medical records collection, communication services, benefits, application
entry points, and personal care.

Reunification Services
9 This service collects information regarding individuals residing within the affected
area and makes the information available to immediate family members outside
the affected area. The system also aids in reunification of family members within
the affected area when they have been separated. Detailed information can be
found in the Family Assistance Center Annex.
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If the services of the Virginia Criminal Injuries Compensation Fund (CICF) are required
by the FAC, the State Program should be contacted, who will deploy the appropriate
personnel to the FAC. These services will be necessary in cases where there are

victims of crime in need of financial or advocacy assistance. This is coordinated through

ESF-13.

Managing convergent volunteers may also require a significant amount of resources.
ESF-17 will handle all volunteer resources along with any incoming donations.

Purpose:

Provide for coordination and effective use of search and rescue resources to assist in the
location and extrication of missing, injured and/or trapped individuals.

Scope:

Botetourt County can be faced with several different situations that could require a search
and rescue operation in one form or another. These include missing person(s), lost,
stranded, or injured person(s) and victims of natural disasters.

Definitions:

Search and Rescue activities may encompass several areas within Botetourt County. The
County is prone to various potential search roles; these may be from collapsed buildings,
missing person(s) or lost or injured person(s). This ESF will coordinate both urban and
wilderness searches.

Types of searches:

1 Missing person(s) i this includes situations where a 3 party is reporting
the incident and there is no contact with the missing person and / or foul
play is suspected.

1 Wilderness Search and Rescue (WSAR) i incidents commonly associated
with persons are lost, stranded, or injured. This could be from an outdoor
activity such as hiking, hunting or camping.

1 Urban Search and Rescue (USAR) i activities commonly associated with
disasters such as building collapse when people are trapped where
specialized equipment is required to locate and/or remove trapped and
injured citizens.

personnel for the actual search (depending on the situation) and search management.

Introduction

Botetourt County Fire & EMS is the first responding department for potential hazardous
materials emergencies. Fire & EMS will maintain personnel at the Hazardous Materials
Operations training level, as defined and delivered by the Virginia Department of Fire
Programs.

Scope:

Initial response will be handled by Fire & EMS; this will include reconnaissance of the
area to determine material(s) in question and potential course of action.

Responding Fire & EMS personnel shall be trained at the operations level, which
consists of defensive tactics. Defensive tactics include various actions to mitigate the
situation and lessen the potential impacts without necessarily bringing the situation
under complete control. Offensive tactics such as plugging leaks are handled at a state
team level.

The definition of hazardous material for this ESF is any product or material that causes
harm to people, property or the environment when released from its container or is
released into the atmosphere. Numerous products that are used every day may be
deemed hazardous when improperly utilized. Some example of this are:

1 Petroleum products (gasoline, diesel fuel) spilled on the ground
1 Gases (LP and Natural) released into the atmosphere

Policies:

Fire & EMS shall maintain responders to the Operations level and proper equipment for
responders as this training level. This will include equipment for emergency
decontamination, damming and diking, and spill containment. Responses that require a
greater level of training and specialized equipment will include notification of the Virginia
EOC for a Hazardous Materials Officer response.

In addition to VEOC notification, additional steps that are in place include:

1 Fixed Facilities will report annually under SARA Title IlI.
1 Notify the community of the need to evacuate or shelter in place.
1 Mutual aid agreements will be implemented.
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I Establish communications with ESF- 5 and ESF-15

Concept of Operations

General:

The Chief of Fire & EMS or their designee is in charge of hazardous materials
emergencies as defined under SARA Title lll. It is a common occurrence for other types
of emergencies (motor vehicle crash) to escalate into a hazardous materials event due to
spilled fluids.

Also refer to the Hazardous Materials Plan for more detailed guidance.
Organization:

The Chief of Fire & EMS or their designee will assume primary operational control of all
hazardous materials incidents.

Incidents involving greater than ten (10) gallons of spilled fuel will include notification to
the VEOC at 1-800-468-8892 or 1-804-674-2400: This VEOC report will be entered into
the state system and includes a notification to the appropriate agencies for the state
(VDEM and DEQ).

A response requiring offensive tactics will be forwarded to the VEOC for a Hazardous
Materials Officer response. They will typically request contact with the on scene IC for
further information and in turn request a State Hazardous Materials Team to respond if
needed.

A combination team comprised of personnel from the Cities of Roanoke and Salem make
up the state team for this Region. A request for this team should go through the VEOC.

Determination should be made of a need to close down a roadway or evacuate an area in
ahazardous materials event. This decision shoul
and/or the VA State Police for their assistance.

ESF-15 (Public Information) will coordinate the dissemination of public information.

Actions/Responsibilities

Review procedures for hazardous materials response.

Maintain communications with local businesses who use or store hazardous
materials.

Additional steps or actions may be based upon:

9 High hazard occupancies (Nursing Homes, ect)

Help to prioritize facilities and infrastructure, so that utilities may be restored or other
energy supplies may be provided in such a way to enable homes, businesses and other
facilities to be restored to full capacity as soon as possible.

Scope:

ESF-12 will collect, evaluate, and share information on utility system damage.
Estimate the impact of utility system outages to the community.

Provide information concerning the utility restoration process such as:

1 Projected schedules
1 Percent completion of restoration
1 Determine schedule for reopening facilities

The incident may impact segments of the community or it may be part of a larger incident
that impacts the entire locality or the region.

In the latter cases, the community will follow its plans, policies and procedures, and ensure
that it is also following local and regional plans.

Assist with delivery of fuel, power, and other essential resources.

Maintain contact with local service providers as to delivery and availability.

Work with utility providers to set priorities for allocating commodities.

Personnel will stay up to date with procedures through education and training.
Restoration of normal operations at critical facilities will be a priority.

Maintain a list of critical facilities and continuously monitor those to identify
vulnerabilities.

Organization:

The State Corporation Commission (SCC) is the designated commodity manager for
natural gas and electric power. The Virginia Department of Mines, Minerals and Energy
(DMME) is the commodity manager for petroleum products and for solid fuels.

Following a catastrophic disaster, the Virginia Emergency Operations Center (VEOC), with
staff support from SCC and DMME will coordinate the provision of emergency power and
fuel to affected jurisdictions to support immediate response operations. ESF-12 will work
closely with federal energy officials, other Commonwealth support agencies, and energy
suppliers and distributors. The community will identify the providers for each of their
energy resources.

Actions

Identify, quantify, and prioritize the minimum essential supply of fuel and resources
required to ensure continued operation of critical facilities.

Monitor the status of all essential resources to anticipate shortages.

Maintain liaison with fuel distributors and local utility representatives.

Implement local conservation measures.

Keep the public informed through all appropriate means including ESF-15.
Implement procedures for determining need and for the distribution of aid.
Allocate available resources to assure maintenance of essential services.
Consider declaring a local emergency.

Document expenses.
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Responsibilities

Review plans and procedures for providing lodging and care for displaced persons
(see ESF-6).

In the event of a shortage, establish procedures for local suppliers/distributors to
serve customers referred to them by local government.

Keep the public informed and aware of the extent of the shortage, the need to
conserve the resource in short supply, and the location and availability of
emergency assistance.

Provide emergency assistance to individuals, as required.

Enforce state and local government conservation programs.

Identifies resources needed to restore energy systems.

Introduction

Purpose:

ESF-14-Long Term Community Recovery and Mitigation develops a comprehensive and
coordinated recovery process that will bring about the prompt and orderly restoration of
community facilities and services, infrastructure, and economic base, while providing for
the health, welfare and safety of the overall population.

Scope:

ESF-14 support may vary depending on the magnitude and type of incident, and the
potential for long term and severe consequences. Recovery cannot begin, however, until
a Damage Assessment process is completed. ESF-14 will address significant long term
impacts in the affected area on housing, business and employment, community
infrastructure, and social services.

Policies:

1 Long term community recovery and mitigation efforts are forward looking and
market based, focusing on permanent restoration of infrastructure, housing and
the local economy, with attention to mitigation of future impacts of a similar nature
when feasible.

1 Use the post-incident environment as an opportunity to measure the effectiveness
of previous community recovery and mitigation efforts.

9 Facilitates the application of loss reduction building science expertise to the
rebuilding of critical infrastructure.

1 Personnel will stay up-to-date with policies and procedures through training and
education.
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Concept of Operations

General:

The recovery phase is characterized by two components: the emergency response phase
which deals primarily with lifesaving and emergency relief efforts (i.e., emergency food,
medical, shelter, and security services), and the broader recovery and reconstruction
component that deals with more permanent and long-term redevelopment issues.

Although all local departments are involved in both components, the emphasis and focus
changes among departments as they shift from one component to the other. In the
emergency response and recovery component, the primary local departments involved
include Fire & EMS, law enforcement, health, social services, and education departments;
whereas, in the recovery and reconstruction component, the emphasis shifts to local
departments dealing with housing and redevelopment, economic development, land use,
zoning, and government financing. The two components will be occurring simultaneously
with the emergency relief component taking precedence in the initial stages of recovery,
and the recovery and reconstruction component receiving greater attention as the
recovery process matures.

The Department of Fire & EMS will be the lead coordinating department in the life-saving
and emergency relief component of the recovery process and County administration will
take the lead during the reconstruction phase.

The recovery analysis process is comprised of the following phases: reentry, needs
assessment, damage assessment, the formulation of short- and long-term priorities within
the context of basic needs and available resources, and the identification and
implementation of appropriate restoration and development strategies to fulfill priorities
established, as well as bring about an effective recovery program.

The damage assessment process for the locality is described in the Damage Assessment
Support Annex of the EOP. Team leaders for the Damage Assessment Teams have been
identified and the necessary forms included within this support annex. Although damage
assessment is primarily a local government responsibility, assistance is provided by state
and federal agencies, as well as private industry that have expertise in specific functional
areas, such as transportation, agriculture, forestry, water quality, housing, etc.

The process to request and receive federal assistance will be the same as all other natural
or man-made disasters. The Virginia Department of Emergency Management will be the
coordinating state agency in the recovery process, and FEMA will be the coordinating
federal agency. Utilizing the preliminary damage assessment information collected, short-
term and long-term priorities are established and recovery strategies developed in
coordination with other state agencies, local governments, the federal government, and
private industry.

ESF-14 will lead damage assessment operations as described in Damage Assessment

Annex. Long term recovery operations may then be reassigned to other departments by
the Director as an event transitions.
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Short-term recovery priorities would include:
Emergency Services

Communications networks
Transportation networks and services
Potable water systems

Sewer systems

Oil and natural gas networks

Electrical power systems

Initial damage assessment

Emergency debris removal

Security of evacuated or destroyed area
Establishing a disaster recovery center and joint field office
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Long-term strategies would strive to restore and reconstruct the post-disaster environment
to pre-existing conditions. Federal and state agencies will provide technical assistance to
localities in the long-term planning and redevelopment process. Economic aid may be
provided to assist localities and states in rebuilding their economic base, replacing and
restoring their housing inventory, and ensuring that all construction and development
complies with building codes and plans. Regional cooperation and coordination will be
stressed and promoted at all levels of government in order to achieve the priorities
established and facilitate recovery efforts. The locality will develop strategies in
coordination with regional local governments and Economic Planning Councils. Federal
and state catastrophic disaster plans will support this effort. Items or actions to be focused
on in this phase include:

1 Completion of the damage assessment

1 Completion of the debris removal

1 Repairing/rebuilding the transportation system

1 Repairing/rebuilding of private homes and businesses

1 Hazard Mitigation projects

Organization:

The Director of Emergency Management or designee will direct response, recovery, and
reconstruction efforts in the disaster impacted areas of the locality in coordination with the
Coordinator of Emergency Management, all local departments, and the appropriate state
and federal agencies.

A Presidential Declaration of Disaster will initiate the following series of events:

1 A Federal Coordinating Officer will be appointed by the President to coordinate the
federal efforts.

1 A State Coordinating Officer will be appointed by the Governor to coordinate state
efforts.

1 A Joint Field Office (JFO) will be established within the state (central to the
damaged area) from which the disaster assistance programs will be coordinated.

1 A Disaster Recovery Center (DRC) will be established in the affected areas to
accommodate persons needing individual assistance after they have registered
with FEMA.
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A Presidential Declaration of Disaster may authorize two basic types of disaster relief
assistance:

1 Individual Assistance i Supplementary Federal Assistance provided under the
Stafford Act to individuals and families adversely affected by a major disaster or
emergency. Such assistance may be provided directly by the Federal government
or through State or local governments or disaster relief organizations.

1 Public_Assistance i Supplementary Federal Assistance provided under the
Stafford Act to State and Local governments or certain private, non-profit
organizations other than assistance for the direct benefit of families and
individuals.

As potential applicants for Public Assistance, local governments and private
nongovernmental agencies must thoroughly document disaster-related expenses from the
onset of an incident.

Mitigation has become increasingly important to local officials who must bear the agony
of loss of life and property when disaster strikes. The Director of Emergency Management
will take the lead in determining mitigation projects following a disaster and make
applications for available mitigation grants.

Actions

1 In cooperation with other ESFs, as appropriate, use hazard predictive modeling
and loss estimation methodology to ascertain vulnerable critical facilities as a basis
for identifying recovery priorities.

1 Gather information to assess the scope and magnitude of the social and economic

impacts on the affected region.

Coordinate and conduct recovery operations.

Conduct initial damage assessment.

Coordinate early resolution of issues and delivery of assistance to minimize delays

for recipients.

1 Coordinate assessment of accuracy and recalibration of existing hazard, risk, and
evacuation modeling.

1 Facilitate sharing of information and identification of information of issues among

agencies and ESFs.

Facilitate recovery decision making across ESFs.

Facilitate awareness of post incident digital mapping and pre-incident hazard

mitigation and recovery planning.
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Responsibilities

1 Develop plans for post-incident assessment that can be scaled to incidents of varying types
and magnitudes.

91 Establish procedures for pre-incident planning and risk assessment with post incident
recovery and mitigation efforts.

1 Develop action plans identifying appropriate agency participation and resources available

that take into account the differing technical needs for risk assessment and statutory

responsibilities by hazards.

Ensure participation from primary and support agencies.

Lead planning.

Lead post-incident assistance efforts.

Identify areas of collaboration with support agencies and facilitate interagency integration.

Introduction

Purpose:

Provide for efficient, coordinated and continuous flow of timely information and instructions
to the public using all available communications media prior to, during, and following an
emergency or disaster. In addition to the media releases, Joint Information Center (JIC)
coordination will be a part of ESF-15. The JIC is the central point of contact for the
community to receive information on an event. Media releases, public information
releases or community inquiries are all part of a greater Joint Information System (JIS).

Scope:

Provide emergency public information actions before, during, and following any
emergency. Potential public information response could involve personnel from all
jurisdictions, organizations, agencies, and areas within the affected area. All county
employees working in the disaster area should be informed in order to provide a
consistent message to the public.

Concept of Operations

General:

The Public Information Officer (PIO) is responsible for providing the community with
information on impending or existing emergencies, to include immediate protective actions
they should take such as sheltering or evacuation. This will primarily be done through
local print and broadcast media, but also include various social media outlets and
emergency notification systems as available to the county.

A Joint Information Center (JIC) may be activated if the situation warrants. The JIC will
typically be at an off-site location from the disaster, but usually in proximity to the EOC.
JIC membership may be all the participating governmental (local, state, federal), private
entities or non-governmental agencies participating in the disaster. The Department of
Fire & EMS will coordinate and oversee the JIC and ensure up-to-date information is made
available to the JIC staff from the EOC. The PIO will also maintain contact with the JIC to
ensure a clear and consistent message is available and delivered to the public, whether
through PIO releases or the JIC.
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All departments and organizations are responsible for providing the PIO with appropriate
timely information about the incident and actions needed to save lives and protect

property.

Organization:

From the onset of an event, the PIO will establish ESF-15 as part of the EOC. As the
event escalates, the decision to open a JIC will be made by EOC staff. This will occur if
the disaster or event in question appears to be increasing beyond the capabilities of the
ESF-15 function in the EOC.

The Department of Fire & EMS will coordinate the JIC operations. ESF-15 will coordinate
information provided to the JIC in order to ensure correct and timely information is made
available to the public.

In addition, the JIC will coordinate release of information from the local, state, or federal
government level information as the situation may dictate.

Responsibilities/Actions

91 Develop standard operating procedures (SOPs) to carry out the public information
function.

1 Develop and conduct public information programs for community/citizen

awareness of potential disasters, as well as personal protection measures for each

hazards present.

Develop Rumor Control Procedures.

Prepare advance sample copies of emergency information packages for release

through the news media during actual emergencies.

9 Brief local news media personnel, community officials, local, state, and federal
agencies on External Affairs policies, plans, and procedures.

9 Maintain current lists of radio stations, televisions stations, cable companies,
websites, and newspapers to be utilized for public information releases.

1 Maintain agreements and liaison arrangements with other agencies and the news
media.

1 Make arrangements to provide a briefing room for the media in the vicinity of the
EOC or at the location of the disaster.

M Coordinate with VDEMO6s Pl O, Governor

Public Safety to prepare press releases during major events.

Assist with the preparation/transmission of EAS messages.

Disseminate news releases and daily Situation Reports from the State EOC via

the county website.

i Establish, with assistance from VDEM and other agencies, the Virginia Public

1 Monitor the media to ensure accuracy of information and correct inaccuracies as
quickly as possible.

Intfroduction

Purpose:

To outline the parameters on the use of all Department of Defense (DOD) and National
Guard assets in support of a declared emergency within Botetourt County.

Scope:

The Governor of Virginia is the Commander-in-Chief of all forces in the Commonwealth
organized under the Department of Military Affairs (DMA). The Adjutant General (TAG)
of Virginia is the military commander.

DMA staffs the Joint Force Headquarters (JFHQ). Within the JFHQ is the Joint
Operations Center (JOC) that is operational 24/7. The Virginia Army National Guard,
Virginia Air National Guard, and the Virginia Defense Force are three components that
JFHQ-VA draw forces from to fulfill request for assistance requirements.

ESF-16 in Botetourt County will not be staffed but rather exists as a coordinating entity.
Coordination will occur between the Chief of Fire & EMS, their designee or the Sheriff or
their designee depending on the type of requested resources and the response assets
on specifics as it relates to duties assigned.

Policies:

DMA units will not directly respond to requests for assistance from local officials except
to save human life, prevent human suffering, or to prevent great damage to or
destruction of property. DMA units will advise local officials to submit requests for
assistance through the Virginia Emergency Operations Center (VEOC) via WebEOC.

Military assets are only available during a declared state of emergency.
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Concept of Operations

General

The county will request a capability or need to the Virginia EOC as outlined in EOC
procedures and ESF-7 Logistics.

It is at the determination of the Virginia Emergency Operations Center (VEOC) if DMA
assets are best suited for the requested task. Assets will be limited to only accept
missions or work assignments if within the original scope of deployment.

Support cannot be transferred to another agency without prior approval.

Once assets have been committed, those responding will coordinate directly with local
officials to accomplish the objectives

Introduction

ESF-17 coordinates the efficient and effective delivery of donated goods and volunteer
services to support disaster relief efforts in impacted areas of Botetourt County.

Purpose:

ESF-17 coordinates and collaborates with volunteer organizations that provide disaster
services within the Commonwealth, so that capabilities and resources will be effectively
integrated with other local, state, and federal agency efforts to meet the needs of
individuals after a disaster.

Scope:

ESF-17 focuses on the coordination of unsolicited volunteers and undesignated
donations, facilitates, and the arrival of affiliated volunteers and designated donations to
the affected area(s). Activities include, but are not limited to:

1 Maintaining contact with local and regional organizations that utilize
donations and/or volunteers.

1 Maintaining contact with organizations that provide volunteers.

9 Assessing and prioritizing affected area(s) needs for donations and/or
volunteers.

9 Developing strategies to support local governments in the management of
unsolicited donations and unaffiliated volunteers.

1 Coordinating with External Affairs to inform the public of the needs and
processes for donating and volunteering.

I Maintain trained staff and resources to perform needed functions.
Development Services will maintain responsibility for building permit
processing, possibly through satellite community offices in the community.

1 General Services will maintain debris removal lists to include contactors and
disposal location(s).
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Concept of Operations

General:

During and following a major disaster, requirements for goods and services may exceed
local and state government capabilities.

Botetourt County will coordinate ESF-17 participation in a donations management
system. Botetourt County, in cooperation with Virginia Volunteer Organizations Active In
Disasters (VAVOAD), will determine when to activate such a system. ESF-17 Staff will
accept and distribute offers based on local and regional needs and/or the specific
requests of voluntary organizations assisting with the response and recovery efforts of
the disaster. Through use of the donations management system, ESF-17 can assist
localities in reducing the impact of unsolicited donations. ESF-17 will assist with the
coordination of affiliated volunteers, including persons recruited and trained by
VAVOAD, non-governmental voluntary agencies, government-related Virginia Corps
programs, Volunteer Centers, and other entities with an assigned disaster mission. ESF-
17 will also facilitate aid from these organizations and their national counterparts when
appropriate.

When ES-17 is opened, the Volunteer and Donations Management Annexes should be
references in order to ensure smooth operations.

When the President declares a major disaster, FEMA implements a range of
assistance programs available to individuals and families. ESF-17 will transition to the
Joint Field Office and coordinate FEMAOGS

Volunteer and donations management operations may include the following:

9 Operate a Volunteer and Donations Coordination Team(s) comprised of a
Volunteers Coordinator and a Donations Coordinator.

1 Coordinate with local and regional volunteer and donations coordination

operations.

1 Manage a donations management system to coordinate offered monetary
donations or donations of cash, supplies or volunteers.

1 Collaborate and coordinate with ESF-15 for public information related to
volunteers and donations.

1 Support the establishment of Long Term Recovery Group(s) in area(s) of need.

9 Assist with the establishment of Multi-Agency Donations Warehouse(s),
Donations Collection Center(s), Donations Distribution Center(s), and Volunteer
Reception Center(s) as needed.

1 Interact with local churches to coordinate functions being done throughout the

Organization:

Botetourt County Libraries are the designated lead agency for ESF-17. Botetourt
County maintains an overview of all related actions and coordinates with all support
organizations.

VDEM assigns ESF-17 Group Leader(s) the responsibility for maintaining trained
ESF-17 staff capable of performing ESF-17 responsibilities and functions.

ESF-17 Support Agencies and Organizations:

1 VAVOAD is a membership organization and adheres to the principles established
by National VOAD (NVOAD) as a state member of NVOAD.

1 Members of the VAVOAD, and its member regional VOADSs, are non-profit
organizations that have designated disaster relief as part of their mission or
services, and have planned and trained to perform disaster-related functions.

1 Many VAVOAD member organizations are subsidiaries, branches, or extensions
of national nonprofits, and faith-based organizations. As such, they may request
the assistance of their broader networks, in accordance with their standard
internal procedures.

1 VAVOAD member organizations have a wide spectrum of capabilities including
but not limited to: Cleanup, Communications, Disaster Case Management,
Disaster Mental Health, Emotional and Spiritual Care, Disaster Planning and
Preparedness, Donations Management, Mass Care, Pet Care/Pet Sheltering,
Volunteer Management, Rebuilding and Repair, Information and Referral,
Individual Support Services, and Special Populations Services.

Introduction

Purpose:

The Animal Care and Control Annex identifies public and private sector resources to
identify and meet animal needs that may arise during an emergency or disaster. This
annex provides basic guidance for all participants in animal related emergency
management activities, including guidance for agencies providing assistance in
response to a local disaster declaration.

The emergency mission of animal care and control is to provide rapid response to
emergencies affecting health, safety and welfare of animals. Activities in emergency
preparedness, response, and recovery include, but are not limited to, companion
animals, livestock care, facility usage, displaced assistance, animal owner
reunification, and carcass disposal.

Although, the sheltering and protection of animals is the responsibility of their
owners, BCSO Animal Control shall be the lead agency on animal issues and is
responsible for situation assessment and determination of resource needs. Pet-
Friendly shelters will be established in an effort to assist evacuated residents with
sheltering of companion animals and their owners during a declared evacuation. In
the event of an emergency when shelters are established, there will be at least one
pet friendly shelter established. It is the goal of this plan to control and support the
humane care and treatment of companion animals during an emergency situation
and to provide safe sheltering for people and their pets before, during or after a
disaster in a designated site.

Scope:

This annex is applicable to departments and agencies that participate and respond
with assistance or relief to an animal emergency as coordinated by BCSO Animal
Control.
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The Virginia State Comprehensive Animal Law provides clear definitions and care
requirements under Virginia Code 3.1-796.66 Definitions. Partial listings of these
definitions are located in Tab 1 of this annex.

Situation:
In Botetourt County, there is an estimated:

117000 dogs,
16000 cats

After Hurricane Andrew devastated Florida in 1992 and Katrina hit both Louisiana and
Mississippi in September of 2005, emergency managers realized the convergence of
animal and people issues during a disaster. They learned that, under adverse
circumstances, the ultimate safety of many citizens depends on the safety of their
pet s. Until that ti me, people in harmbés way wer
to evacuate their home, but to leave their pets. Relaying this information has often
created situations where animals were technically neglected and/or abandoned and it
added additional stress to people who evacuate without their animals. These
scenarios produce serious complications for Emergency Management. It stands to
reason, if humans were at risk from an impending cataclysm, so were the lives of
animals, and vice versa. We now understand that many people, especially the elderly,
simply do not abandon their companion animals, even in life-threatening situations.

Assumptions:

1. The care and control of non-wildlife and non-feral animals (including household
pets, livestock and poultry) is primarily the responsibility of the owner of the
animal(s). In times of emergency or disaster, owners may need assistance in the
care and control of their animals

2. Pet-friendly shelters will only shelter those animals defined as companion
animals

3. No dogs with a known bite history or previously classified by Animal Control as
ADangerouso or APotent i addiny ambafmegdyr ous o wi | |
shelter

No dog that shows signs of aggression during initial check-in will be accepted

All dogs and cats must be accompanied by proof of current vaccinations and
current rabies tags

6. No feral cats or wild-trapped cats will be accepted

Animals should be brought to the Pet-Friendly shelter in a suitable cage or on a
leash provided by the owner

8. Birds must be brought in their own cage. Bird breeders with large numbers of
birds will not be accepted

9. Pocket pets (hamsters, gerbils, hedgehogs, sugar gliders, etc.) must be brought
to shelter in their own cage. The cage must be of good material to prevent
escape

10. No reptiles will be accepted

11. A hazard analysis and vulnerability assessment has been completed, which
identifies the types of threats, the areas that they threaten, and types and
numbers of animals most vulnerable in these areas
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12. The Director of Emergency Management or his/her designee may issue an
emergency proclamation or disaster declaration. The National Incident
Management System (NIMS) will be used to establish the organizational
structure

13. The Emergency Operations Center may be activated to manage the emergency

14. 15. State or Federal Assistance to deal with animal emergencies may not be
available. Local resources must be utilized before requesting outside assistance

Policies:

Following Congressional action on the Pets Evacuation and Transportation
Standards (PETS) Act, S. 2548 and H.R. 3858, former President George W. Bush
signed the historic legislation into law. The PETS Act requires state and local
agencies to include animals in their disaster plans.

All Local governments must develop and maintain an animal emergency response
plan (SB 787, Animal Emergency Response Plan, 2007 Session) with the assistance
of the Virginia Department of Emergency Management.

The Virginia Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services, Division of Animal
and Food Industry Services has the responsibility of interpreting and enforcing the
regulations pertaining to the health, humane care, and humane handling of livestock,
poultry, and companion animals in the Commonwealth.

Concept of Operations

Organization:

Botetourt Coun tAnma& GoatroliDivisidn s deBifnatedasthe lead
agency for animal care, control, and has primary responsibility for:

1. Evacuation, transport, recordkeeping, and sheltering of companion animals
2. Coordination of medical care for companion animals

3. Coordination for disposal of dead companion animals
4

Capture, quarantine, and/or destruction of infectious, contaminated, and/or
hazardous animals in coordination with the Health Department and Public
Works.

The Animal Control Supervisor or his/her designee and Coordinator of Emergency
Management are responsible for developing and implementing the necessary
management policies and procedures that will facilitate and ensure a safe, sanitary
and effective animal care and control effort. These procedures will be designed to
support and expedite emergency response operations, as well as maximize state
and federal assistance. Plans and procedures for the Division of Animal Control and
supporting agencies define the roles of agencies and support organizations in
preparedness, response and recovery of an animal emergency. These plans and
procedures establish the concepts and policies under which all elements of their
agency will operate during an animal emergency. They will provide the basis for
more detailed appendices and procedures that may be used in a response.

The Animal Control Supervisor or his/her designee and Coordinator of Emergency
Management will coordinate with ESF-11 and all departments, government entities,
and representatives from the private sector who support animal emergency
operations. This may involve working with other local jurisdictions that provide mutual
aid, state and federal governments, private contractors, local retailers, volunteer
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organizations, etc. and assuring that all involved have current Memorandums of
Understanding in respect to their agreed support.

A regional Pet Disaster Trailer is housed at the Roanoke Animal Control Facility and
is available for deployment through coordination with Roanoke City Animal Control
and / or VDEM. Other trailers are located throughout the state and may be requested
if needed.

DEFINITIONS

Companion Animals: Species suitable to be companion animals include dogs, cats,
horses, rabbits, ferrets, birds, guinea pigs and select other small mammals, small
reptiles and fish. Where they may be kept legally and responsibly, domestic-bred farm
animals can also be maintained as companions.

Feral/Stray Domesticated Animals: An animal that is typically known as a household
pet that is either not with its owners by accident or otherwise has reverted back to a wild
state.

Livestock: Domesticated animals that may be kept or raised in pens, houses, pastures,
or on farms as part of an agricultural or farming operation, whether for commerce or
private use. Such animals may include goats, sheep, beef or dairy cattle, horses, hogs
or pigs, donkeys or mules, bees, rabbits or 'exotic' animals (those raised outside their
indigenous environs) such as camels, llamas, emus, ostriches, or any animal, including
reptiles, kept in an inventory that may be used for food, fiber or pleasure.

Poultry: The class of domesticated fowl (birds) used for food or for their eggs. These
most typically are members of the orders Galliformes (such as chickens and turkeys),
and Anseriformes (waterfowl such as ducks and geese).

Wildlife: All animals, including invertebrates, fish, amphibians, reptiles, birds and
mammals, which are indigenous to the area and are wild by nature.

Exotic Animals: Any animal that is not normally domesticated in the United States and
wild by nature, but not considered wildlife, livestock or poultry due to status. This
includes, but is not limited to, any of the following orders and families, whether bred in
the wild or captivity, and also any of their hybrids with domestic species. Listed
examples are not to be construed as an exhaustive list or limit the generality of each
group of animals, unless otherwise specified.

1. Non-human primates and prosimians i examples: monkeys, baboons, chimpanzees

2. Felidae (excluding domesticated cats) i examples: lions, tigers, bobcats, lynx,
cougars, jaguars

. Canidae (excluding domesticated dogs) i examples: wolves, coyotes, foxes, jackals
. Ursidae 1 examples: all bears

. Reptilia 7 examples: snakes, lizards, turtles

. Crocodilia 7 examples: alligators, crocodiles, caiman

. Proboscidae i examples: elephants

. Hyanenidae i examples: hyenas

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Pet Shelter Bite Protocol

In the event staff, volunteers or other animal caregivers are bitten or scratched, all wounds
must be washed with soap and water. The bite or scratch must then be immediately
reported to the Pet Shelter Manager. The Pet Shelter Manager will notify and provide
information about the injury to the local health department and/or local animal control
personnel and the Shelter Safety Officer. If possible, the Pet Shelter Manager should take
a picture of the animal and include the picture with the information shared with the local
health department and/or local animal control personnel and the Shelter Safety Officer.
The Pet Shelter Manager should instruct the victim to seek medical care for the wound.

Dogs, cats and ferrets that bite a person should be
confined for ten days and observed for signs of rabies. If an animal develops signs of
rabies or dies during the ten day confinement period, it should be tested for rabies. Rabies
testing is facilitated by the local health department. The disposition of other animals that
bite or scratch staff, volunteers or other animal caregivers shall be at the discretion of the
local health department.

If an animal is to be confined in a pet shelter for a ten day observation period, that animal

should be housed separately from other animals during that time. If the ten day

confi nement period extends past the shelteros
shelter, the Pet Shelter Manager will notify the local health department and provide any

information requested that would be necessary to complete the confinement in another

locality. The rabies program manager of the local health department will then oversee
communication with the locality where the confinement will continue/be completed.
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Shelter Bite Policy

It will be the policy of this shelter that when a person has been bitten or otherwise
potentially exposed to rabies via an animal housed in this shelter, the Pet Shelter Manager
shall notify the local health department immediately and give the name and address of the
person bitten and the owner of the animal. Rabies exposure assessment and case
management of a potential exposure will be overseen and directed by the local health
department. At the discretion of the local health department, bites and some scratches
caused by shelter animals will be considered a risk for rabies exposure regardless of
whet her an animal 6s rabies vaccination is up t
person will be confined for ten days and observed for signs of rabies. The disposition of
any animal that becomes ill during a ten day confinement will be at the discretion of the
local health department and may include euthanasia and testing for rabies. The disposition
of other animals that bite or people while housed at the shelter will be at the discretion of
the local health department.

If an animal is to be confined in the pet shelter for a ten day observation period, the animal
will be housed separately from other animals during that time. If the ten day confinement
perod extends past the shelterds c¢closing date or
Shelter Manager will notify the local health department and provide any information
requested that would be necessary to complete the confinement in another locality. The
rabies program manager of the local health department will then oversee communication

with the locality where the confinement will continue/be completed.

Introduction

Purpose:

The Damage Assessment Support Annex describes the coordinating processes used to
ensure the timely and accurate assessment and reporting of damages in Botetourt County
after an emergency or disaster. It provides procedures to estimate the nature and extent
of the damage and outlines details of the damage assessment process as required by the
Commonwealth for determination of the need to request a Presidential Disaster
Declaration as outlined in the Stafford Act.

Scope:

Damage assessment activities are an evaluation of the estimated cost (in dollars) for
damages or loss to agriculture, infrastructure, real property and equipment. This annex
covers a broad scope of responsibilities, assignments and standard forms to be used in
the overall process; it is applicable to departments and agencies that are assisting with
the post-event damage assessment as coordinated by Director or Coordinator of
Emergency Management. This document addresses general situations without
consideration of special incident scenarios.

Definitions:

Initial Damage Assessment (IDA): Review and documentation of the impact and
magnitude of a disaster on individuals, families, businesses, and public property. This
report is due into the Virginia Emergency Operations Center in the required format (see
Tab 3) within 72 hours of disaster impact. The Governor will use this information to
determine if a Preliminary Damage Assessment needs to be requested from FEMA in
response to outstanding needs.

Preliminary Damage Assessment (PDA): A joint venture between FEMA, State and local
government to document the impact and magnitude of the disaster on individuals, families,
businesses, and public property. The Governor will use the information gathered during
the PDA process to determine whether Federal assistance should be requested.
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Situation:

Following any significant disaster/emergency, a multitude of independent damage
assessment activities will be conducted by a variety of organizations, including The
American Red Cross, insurance companies, utility companies, and others. Outside of
these assessments a series of local, state and federal damage assessment activities will
be conducted.

Botetourt County will begin gathering information during the initial stages of an event in
the response phase of an emergency. Thi
information from first responders. This is followed by more detailed information during the
transition to the recovery phase of the event. This includes a systematic analysis of the
nature of the damage to public and private property, which estimates the extent of damage
based upon actual observation and inspection. Damage assessment will be performed
on an urgent basis to provide an initial estimate of damage. A damage estimate of public
and private property is required for the County to determine actions needed, the
establishment of priorities, and the allocation of local government resources, and what, if
any, outside assistance will be required.

Based upon the local damage assessment reports, the Governor may request a
Presidenti al decl aration of a fimajor di
agency disaster declaration (Small Business Administration, Department of Agriculture,
Corps of Engineers, etc.) to augment state/local/private disaster relief efforts. The
President, under a fimajor emergencyo deg
federal equipment, personnel and other r
declaration may authorize two basic types of disaster relief assistance:

1. Individual Assistance (1A)

Assumptions:

1. Fast and accurate damage assessment is vital to effective disaster responses

2. Damage will be assessed by pre-arranged teams of local resource personnel

3. If promptly implemented, this plan can expedite relief and assistance for those
adversely affected

4. A catastrophic emergency will require the expenditure of large sums of local funds.
Financial operations will be carried out under compressed schedules and intense
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political pressures, which will require expeditious responses that meet sound
financial management and accountability requirements.

5. Damage to utility system and to the communications systems will hamper the
recovery process

6. A major disaster affecting the county could result in the severance of a main
transportation artery resulting in a significant alteration of lifestyle in the community

Policies:

1. The Initial Damage Assessment (IDA) results will be reported to the Virginia EOC
within 72 hours of the incident (WebEOC i1 primary; Fax or Call T secondary)

2. Att he I ncident Commander és request, the first
to be to assess County structural/infrastructure damage

3. A Federal/State supported Preliminary Damage Assessment will be conducted in
coordination with County personnel to verify IDA results and determine long-term
needs. This data will be used to determine the need for a Presidential Disaster
declaration.

4. An estimate of expenditures and obligated expenditures will be submitted to both
the County and the VEOC before a Presidential Disaster declaration is requested.

5. Additional reports will be required when requested by the Director of Emergency
Management depending on the type and magnitude of the incident.

6. Supplies, equipment and transportation from various departments and
organizations will be utilized by that organization in the accomplishment of its
assigned responsibility or mission.

7. The approval to expend funds for response and recovery operations will be given
by the department head from each department involved in recovery operations.
The finance section will oversee this process. Each agency or department should
designate a responsible person to ensure that actions taken and costs incurred
are consistent with identified missions.
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Concept of Operations

Organization:

The ultimate responsibility of damage assessment lies with the local governing authority.
The Director of Coordinator of Emergency Management or designee will be responsible
for coordinating damage assessments, collection of the data and preparation of necessary
reports through the functions of ESF-14, Long Term Community Recovery and Mitigation.
Damage assessments will be conducted by qualified, trained local teams under the
supervision of the Developmental Services. The damage assessment teams will be
supported by multiple agencies from the County. If the nature of the incident is such that
local resources are incapable of assessing the damage, state or other local assistance will

be requested through normal resource request procedures to the VEOC and the Statewide
Mutual Aid (SMA) process.

5. Complete an event review with all responding parties.

6. Review damage assessment plans, policies and procedures in respect to the
recent emergency response. Update as necessary and disseminate.

7. Review building codes and land use regulations for possible improvements.

8. Review and update the necessary logistical support to carry out emergency
tasking. Instruct all departments to replenish used on-hand inventory of supplies.

9. Assist the Department of Finance in the preparation and submission of disaster

assistance applications to the appropriate state and/or federal agencies for
reimbursement of disaster related expenditure.

Team: Extension Agent will obtain information on crops, livestock, fencing
and farm equipment

Team: Developmental Services with other department personnel as
needed. Teams of at least two with proper identification will be assigned.

Introduction

In wake of an incident that has resulted in mass casualties, it is important to have a plan in place to assist

individuals seeking information, manage the expected surge of donations /volunteers, and media inquiries.

It is critical that the community be prepared to handle this type of sensitive situation with caution and care.
The plan should support the transition to a state managed Family Assistance Center (FAC), if necessary,
and be seamless and efficient. Providing assistance to victims and family members that are dealing with
reunification or loss of a loved one can be challenging. In order to provide the best assistance to those
involved, partnerships and collaboration from a variety of government and non-government organizations
will need to occur. VDEM recommends incorporating the National Incident Management System
(NIMS) and the Incident Command System (ICS) in the FAC plan in order to facilitate the expected

communication with various levels of government.

Purpose:

The Family Assistance Center (FAC) provides a centralized location where a seamless service delivery
system built on multiZagency coordination will result in the effective dissemination of information and
assistance to all impacted families. A FAC is the management and organizational framework to handle the
victims dealing with an incident of mass casualties. The FAC offers counseling and information on the current

situation in a safe and secure location.

Scope:

This plan pertains to an incident that causes mass casualties and/or missing individuals within a locality. It
will be activated in the event of multiple actual or perceived deaths. The plan will be used in conjunction with
the Commonwealth of Virginia Family Assistance Center plan to develop procedures to establish and manage

a FAC and to transition to a state managed FAC, if one is authorized.
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Functions of Family Assistance Center:

91 Provide assistance to individuals dealing with the loss of life and subsequent destruction to the
community.

1 Manage requests for sensitive information in such a way that does not hinder the purpose of having
a FAC.

91 Ensure accurate information is being received in a timely and consistent manner and is only
provided by qualified individuals who will control the information flow outside of the FAC.

9 Assist in meeting the mental, emotional, and physical needs of those individuals that have been
affected by the incident.

1 Facilitate information sharing between hospitals to expedite reunification of loved ones.
1 Collect ante mortem data on the missing or known deceased.
9 Protect families and loved ones from the media and curiosity seekers.

In addition to the event necessitating FAC services, normal day-to-day public resources may be affected by

the incident, thus | imiting | ocal authoritieso abili
support. When the incident grows outside oft he | ocal ityés capabilities/reso
outside assistance via mutual aid agreement or memorandums of understanding. Additional resources may

be requested via the VEOC and Statewide Mutual Aid.

Assumptions:
1 The ratio of family members seeking assistance from the FAC to victims is estimated to be 10 to 1.
Based on this ratio, if five casualties occur due to a human caused or natural disaster, an estimated
50 family members and victims could seek FAC services or information.

1 The locality will notify the VEOC of the establishment of a FAC .
9 The command structure for the FAC will follow the NIMS/ICS structure.

1 FAC operations will require outside assistance. It is essential that all volunteers be credentialed to
work the FAC.

1 FAC requirements may differ depending on type of incident.

1 Family members who reside outside of the impacted area might travel to the incident site and may
require accommodation; family members who choose to not travel to the site might need some of
the same services offered to the family members at the scene.

1 The locality will immediately contact Virginia Criminal Incident Compensation Fund and Department
of Criminal Justice Services to deploy when there are victims as required 44-146.19E Code of
Virginia and as noted in the local EOP.

Concept of Operations

Organization:

Over the duration of the incident, the FAC will be modified both operationally and structurally/physically. The
demands on the FAC will change as the response effort moves through its different stages. At the
beginning of the response, there will be a surge of requests, calls, and clients to the FAC. The ability to
accommodate this surge will require an analysis of the incident and the anticipated needs of the affected
public. Once these needs have been identified, the appropriate FAC organizational structure can be
determined and adequate staffing, facilities, and other resources can be acquired and operations
implemented.

General:

The FAC should be established to provide families with accurate and timely information, and the best way to
do so is in the form of Family Briefings. These briefings can occur on a scheduled basis determined by the
locality. Ensure that the families are receiving information periodically to prevent anger and frustration
towards the response and recovery efforts.

Functions:
1 Collection of missing person reports and subsequent collection of ante mortem data, if necessary.

1 Coordination with hospitals, shelters, and incident operations to identify missing persons.

1 Ensure availability of appropriate crisis counseling and spirgupport. Determine the needs of the families
and victims and modify FAC operations to provide necessary services.

1 Maintain security from media and other individuals not requiring the services of the FAC.
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Preparedness Activities:

1 Site selection, pre-identified site(s) that could serve as FAC. Usually a hotel or government facility is
best suited for this operation. Establish agreements with site to prevent an alternate use of the site
during an incident. A list of potential sites that could serve as the FAC will be maintained by the
coordinating agency.

91 Determine appropriate equipment and supplies to include IT equipment, desks, and telephones.

Activation:

A FAC will be established under a variety of mass-casualty situations. FAC operations should be activated
as early into the event as possible. Preliminary services can be offered that include providing accurate
information, meeting basic health and spiritual needs, and ensuring a safe place to gather. Once the
incident commander or the operations section chief has determined the need for a FAC, consultation with
other local support agencies will occur to determine:

Severity of the incident
Capabilities of the locality to include outside agreements and private business support
Mobilization of resources

Number of casualties
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Type of incident

NOTE: In the event of an aviation accident, the National Transportation Safety Board will deploy to support
on-scene coordination efforts, but will require local capabilities such as law enforcement for security and
local medical examiner for victim identification to support their effort.

Management Structure

The FAC should be operated under the Incident Command System with the appointment of a FAC Director
to serve as primary authority and decision maker to FAC operations. In addition to a FAC director, consider
the appointment of a Public Information Officer to conduct media briefings and ensure rumor control for the
incident. Other important positions to consider when developing a staffing plan are liaison officer and safety
officer. The appointment of all positions will be the responsibility of the director of the coordinating agency
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FAC Director
9 Oversees and manages of all FAC operations

9 Ensures that all needs are being met inside the FAC, to include those individuals providing the
services.

1 Serves as the liaison to the Emergency Operations Center and the Incident Commander.
1 Reports any significant issues to the operations chief at the EOC.

Public Information Officer (PI1O)
i Coordinate with the FAC director to ensure that information is suitable to be shared with the media.

1 Serve as the spokesperson for the FAC and will conduct media briefings away from the site.
1 Responsible for rumor control and any media inquiries.

Liaison Officer
1 Serve as point of contact in the FAC for agencies that are not present but are assisting in FAC
operations.

9 Serves as point of contact for agencies interested in serving in the FAC.

Safety Officer
9 Advises FAC director on operational health and safety.

9 Ensures ongoing assessment of the environment to continue to operate a safe and secure FAC.

Services:

Primary Services
9 FAC Security

Provide safe secure environment from media and curiosity seekers. The FAC should be separate
from the scene but close enough to provide site visits after the recovery effort has ceased. The
media briefings should be held at a separate location from the FAC to ensure that families leaving
the FAC will not have to share elevators or parking lots with media or the general population.
Provide credentialing to all persons entering the FAC.

1 Reception Center

Welcome and greeting of FAC clients with initial registration of their contact information, other family
or next of kin (NOK) information, and preliminary gathering of information of the missing or deceased
loved one. During this time, an overview of services to be provided is given and an assessment of
current behavioral health or first aid needs is taken. In addition, the reception center will serve as a
security checkpoint for those individuals who may be trying to gain access to the FAC with intentions
other than reuniting with loves ones.

1 Family Briefings

Briefings should be conducted on a regular schedule even if no new information needs to be
reported. These briefings become essential to developing a relationship with the families at the
FAC. Ensure that accurate and timely information is disseminated.
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9 Crisis Counseling/Spiritual Care

Assist family members, FAC staff, and volunteers in understanding and managing the full range of
grief reactions. Provide interdenominational pastoral counseling and spiritual care for people of all
faiths, who request it, and to serve on death notification teams. Ensure that individuals providing
counseling services are not part of the affected population, as they may not be able to provide the
best quality to care for the families.

M Victim Advocates

Provided to families to assist them in understanding the processes and agencies they will likely
encounter and receive assistance from, and to address the needs of each specific family.

Advocates will help families with their knowledge of the criminal justice system and in the process of
the Office of Chief Medical Examiner, to include victim recovery, identification, and return of remains.
These advocates will support families who may need to transport the descendant across state lines
or to another country.

i Death Notification

Is the formal notification that a positive identification has been made on the NOK or loved one to the
surviving victims and family members. The process of death notifications is highly sensitive and
should be handled by individuals with experience in these areas.

i Site Visits

Site visits may be requested by the group or individual seeking answers to the incident or closure. It
is important to provide visits to those requesting, but to do so in a coordinated manner. Ensure the
families and victims not view the site during evidence recovery or search and rescue operations.
Also, ensure safety from the media and outside sources during the site visit.

Secondary Services include but not limited to:

M Child Care
9 Adult Care (to be separate from the child care area)

9 Assistance with death related paperwork (Funeral Services, dealing with life insurance, obtaining
death certificates)

1 Financial assistance (if the deceased was the head of household family may have difficulty paying bills)
9 Assistance with basic needs (clothing, fomilgtries)

Safety and Security:
The family members, victims and workerods safety and

will be conducted for all persons entering the FAC. The jurisdiction must ensure that those working in the
FAC have the proper clearance to be present and working with a sensitive population.
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Demobilization:

Planning for demobilization should begin upon activation. Demobilization can be done by scaling back
services as they are no longer needed. For example, having a staff of ante mortem interviewers can be
scaled back and demobilized once all interviews have been conducted and data collected. Consider having
one person capable of collecting ante mortem data on staff for the duration of the recovery process; often
families will remember information that they may have forgotten during the interview. When considering
closing the FAC ensure families are given local resources that can be helpful in their community such as
victim advocates and behavioral health professionals.

Factors to consider when determining the closure of the FAC:
1 Number of families or loved ones visiting the FAC each day
1 Number of victims that remain unidentified
1 Need for daily briefings ( rapidly changing information)

Before deciding FAC operations will cease, the FAC director will ensure that all needs can and will be met
outside of the FAC. Make sure that all persons coming to the FAC have been provided the appropriate
resources to continue the process once operations have completed.

Plan Maintenance and Exercising:

This plan should be exercised and updated every four years to be consistent with the adoption and
